Art.	12:	States	ParFes	shall	assure	to	the	child	who	is	capable	of	
forming	his	or	her	own	views	the	right	to	express	those	views	
freely	in	all	ma6ers	affecFng	the	child,	the	views	of	the	child	
being	given	due	weight	in	accordance	with	the	age	and	maturity	
of	the	child.

Art.	17:	States	ParFes	recognize	the	important	funcFon	performed	
by	the	mass	media	and	shall	ensure	that	the	child	has	access	to	
informaFon	and	material	from	a	diversity	of	naFonal	and	
internaFonal	sources,	...	

Art.	19:	States	ParFes	shall	take	all	appropriate	legislaFve,	
administraFve,	social	and	educaFonal	measures	to	protect	the	
child	from	all	forms	of	physical	or	mental	violence,	injury	or	
abuse,	neglect	or	negligent	treatment,	maltreatment	or	
exploitaFon,	including	sexual	abuse,	...

UN-ConvenCon	on	the	Rights	of	the	Child	

Art.	34:	States	ParFes	undertake	to	protect	the	child	from	all	forms	
of	sexual	exploitaFon	and	sexual	abuse.	For	these	purposes,	
States	ParFes	shall	in	parFcular	take	all	appropriate	naFonal,	
bilateral	and	mulFlateral	measures	to	prevent:	

(a)	The	inducement	or	coercion	of	a	child	to	engage	in	any	unlawful	
sexual	acFvity;	

(b)	The	exploitaFve	use	of	children	in	prosFtuFon	or	other	unlawful	
sexual	pracFces;	

(c)	The	exploitaFve	use	of	children	in	pornographic	performances	
and	materials.
